"Frank Merriwell and his brother Dick are known and loved by over one hundred and fifty thousand of the best boys in the United States. They are both clean-cut, vigorous fellows who dare to do right no matter what the consequences." Thus describes this 32 page periodical, which began publication in the late 19th century. Each issue contained a complete story and several other columns. Although Burt Standish was the named author during the life of the publication several people wrote under this name.

published by Street & Smith, which ran for more than 800 issues. It began April 19, 1896
this magazine featured several fictional heroes but was mainly devoted to the ongoing adventures of student Frank Merriwell, who began at a fictional New England academy and then moved on to Yale. Adept in sports, Merriwell eventually became an international adventurer.

Tip Top Weekly first published in April 19, 1896, featured some of the first basketball action picture covers and had a definitive emphasis on boys school and sports stories. 

This publication, promoted as an ideal publication for American youth was devoted to the ongoing adventures of Frank and Dick Merriwell.

The recurring cast of characters includes Cody's partner, Pawnee Bill, and Little Cayuse, a Piute Indian boy.
