Anderson – the nation as a horizontal comradeship 
The spilling of blood – the physical intimacy of combat

What racial and sexual anxieties does that scenario incite?

How can liberal individuals be enlisted in the fraternity of combat?

Combat as ultimate proving ground of citizenship – one to which different groups have historically had unequal access 

What makes combat such an essential proving ground of citizenship is the risk of bodily sacrifice it entails.

Very much a gendered risk, at least historically speaking

Military is a particular kind of fraternity – homosocial but, so far at any rate, distinctly not homosexual – not that kind of physical intimacy

How did anxieties about combat as the embodied proof of national loyalty affect the disposition of draft-age Nisei and Kibei men during World War II?
More on the body, history, and race ---

Body as socially fluid and historically contingent.
Body as a metaphor for the nation (organic unity, hierarchical arrangement of functions).
Regulating the excesses of the body one of the functions of the modern, therapeutic state.
How does the nation-state act differently on bodies depending on their markings of race, gender, class, sexuality, nationality, disability, etc?

How did U.S.  government officials use the racialized, gendered, and sexualized bodies of Nisei and Kibei manhood to stabilize the terms of national loyalty and embodiment for a broader wartime public?
