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It was a very difficult issue…. You had to be there at the time.  You had to hear from the troops…. from the academy superintendants who had to try to figure out how to accommodate this in very, very close barracks life… where you tell people who are going to be living with and sleeping in the same room with, you had to hear from the families who were concerned  that this was going to affect our whole base life. There was a whole agenda coming in and it was not appropriate for that agenda to be presented to us. You should have heard from our chaplains who were having difficulty with this, so it wasn’t just a matter of a bunch of old generals.  It was a difficult issue for us on one of the most fundamental issues of human behavior, sexuality [in] an organization that is designed for applying the force of the state. . . 
I agree with Sen. Nunn that you can review it, but at the same time,  I’m not prepared to say we should do away it…

The country has changed tremendously in fifteen years, and sure, review the policy.

Race versus sexuality:  
I think that it is a different issue… I think sexuality, and sexual preferences,  in the confines of barracks life is a different issue.  Will it ultimately be resolved….?  

Slowly , have hearings, get the military leaders up on it…

What is the role of sexuality in an organization that is designed for applying the force of the state?

How is sexuality imagined to function by military officials?  By others?

Address this question with regard to two issues:  

Repeal of don’t ask, don’t tell

Recent disclosures about sexual harassment in an increasingly gender-integrated military

Other issues:  

Relevance of wartime context

Relation of military to civilian life

Military as representative public institution – implications of the distinct public/private boundaries in the military for the status of sexuality   (talk about this at length)

Theories of sexual citizenship
