1800 – Middlebury College founded

1804 – Reverend Lemuel Haynes, a Rutland pastor,  becomes  the first African American to  receive an honorary masters of arts

1805 – Philomathesian Society founded

1812 – Jehudi Ashmun enters Middlebury College and remains until 1815

1816 – American Colonization Society founded

1822 – Ashmun travels with a party of 34 free African Americans to set up a colony in West Africa in what would later become Liberia

1823 – Alexander Twilight graduates from Middlebury College
1828 – Ashmun dies

1847 – Liberia becomes an independent nation with a constitution modeled on US constitution

1849 – Martin Henry Freeman graduates as salutatorian,

1861-1865 – Civil War

1896 – Plessy v. Ferguson
1899 – Mary Anderson is the first African-American 

1920 – of 319 students, there were only 5 Catholics and 2 Jews
1950 – of 1,193 students, 165 were Catholic abd 18 were Jewish.
1962 – Ron Brown graduates

1965 – (Sept. 24) President Lyndon Baines Johnson issues Executive Order 11246, which enforces affirmative action for the first time

Talledega College exchange program

1968 – President Armstrong establishes King commission to examine the status of race in Middlebury’s curriculum, student body, and faculty.

1969 – King Commission report is published

Black Student Union formed

Pre-enrollment program

1981- Twilight Committee Report – assesses how much change has taken place since the King Commission published its findings.

1998 – Middlebury partners with the Posse Foundation to bring disadvantaged students of color from New York to Middlebury
