The Panthers then gained the
lead in the second period as junior
Sarah Cotton scored her first goal
of the season.

Catherine Pullins, who had al-
ready assisted the first two scores,
netted a goal of her own in the first
minute of the third period. Sopho-

year players set the pace for Mid-
dlebury in the first period.
