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1761 - Middlebury Town is Chartered

1791 - Burlington is chosen as the site for the University of Vermont

1797 - Middlebury is granted is chosen as site for Addison County Grammar School

1798 - Middlebury town leaders petition the Vermont General assembly for a college charter.

1800 - October: Middlebury is granted its Charter, but without state funding. 

November: The first Board of Trustees is organized and admit the classes of 1803 and 1804 (seven students).

1801 - Philomatheasian Society is formed

1810 - Timothy Davis is Inaugurated as the College’s second president (after Atwater).

1815 - Painter Hall is constructed on its current site on the west side of town. 

1817 - President Davis resigns and Reverend Joshua Bates is elected to the post.

1819 - Gamaliel Painter dies and leaves the college 13,000 dollars.

1825-35 - A quarter of Middlebury students are on financial aid (mostly religious groups provide funds).

1830 - The Undergraduate is first published

1834 - The College’s first fraternity, Chi Psi, appears on campus.

1836 - “Old Chapel” is built with money raised both by the town and out of state, to accommodate increasing enrollment.

1835-1840 - Middlebury decline: enrollment falls, Class of ‘38 issue, financial woes, professor turnover, etc.

1840 - Benjamin Larabee Jr. is elected as president after Bates retires.

1859 - The Starr family helps pay for 3,400 volumes purchased by Larabee during a year off in Europe.

1861 - Starr Hall is built, again primarily funded by the Starr Family.

1864 - Starr burns down and is rebuilt immediately, with much help from the town.

1865 - Atheletics and clubs gain popularity, the first issue of the Kaleidoscope is published.

1866 - Harvey D. Kitchel is elected as the fifth president of the College, its first alumni president.

1875 - Trustee Calvin Butler Hulbert is elected president

1876 - Publication of The Undergraduate resumes.

1879 - Students “strike” and are suspended. Events receive national attention. 

1880 - Cyrus Hamlin is elected president.

1881 - Hamlin’s campus improvements are completed.

1883 - The school’s first commons is completed.

1885 - Ezra Brainerd is elected president.

1886 - May Belle Chellis is the first woman to graduate from Middlebury.

1889 - Alpha Chi becomes first sorority on campus.

1890 - the first Glee Club is formed

1900-1901 - Starr Library and Warner Hall are completed. 

1908 - John Martin Thomas becomes president.

1908-1915 - Faculty triples in size, endowment doubles, enrollment increases by over a hundred, buildings triple in number, and acreage increases fivefold. 

1909 - Joseph Battell donates thirty-five acres to school on north side of what is now College Street.

1912 and 1913 - McCullough (Gymnasium) and a Chemistry building are constructed. 

1913 - Students first begin to chose majors and minors. 

1915 and 1916 - Mead Chapel and Hepburn are built
