This winter term I collaborated with classmates to archive Middlebury College during the Great War era. Materials that I individually perused included the Middlebury Campus, Middlebury Kaleidoscope, and personal letters of Middlebury men serving oversees. I believe this class served a great purpose in helping to make more readily and technologically available important texts associated with the history of Middlebury College and the town of Middlebury.


War, as I have perceived in this winter term’s research, most certainly enlivened a sense of patriotism within the college and town. It is important, thus, to examine the effects of that patriotism so as to understand more thoroughly how the college has progressed over the years.
